Enduro Rally Competition Regulations 

Zante, 2nd June 2018 

This competition is organised in memory of Dzintars Ermiņš – a member of moto adventure club “apPasaule” 
and the initial organiser of this competition. 

1. Reference to regulations 

1.1. This competition takes place according to “Regulations of Enduro Rally Cup 2018” that 
can be found on www.appasaule.lv (further – ER Regulations). 

1.2. These competition regulations include individual clauses from ER Regulations and 
elaborate the ER Regulations with specific information about the competition. 

1.3. ER is LaMSF category C club cup competition. 

1.4. This ER competition is the first stage of Baltic Enduro Rally Cup. The second stage will 
take place on 6th October 2018 in Pabrade, Lithuania. 

2. Competition place 

2.1. Paddock (riders’ camp) – Zante stadium, Zante, Kandavas novads, LV-1031. 

2.2. GPS coordinates of the starting line: Lat: 56.838225 Lon: 22.738376 

2.3. Location of special tests - Enduro test Lekužas, Kross test Kalniešu moto track. 

3. GPS navigator and route 

3.1. Competition route with check points in GPX file format will be published on 31st May at 
17:00 on apPasaule home page www.appsaule.lv . 

3.2. OR, the GPX file will be loaded into your GPS navigator by professionals, if you bring 
your navigator by 30th May to GARMIN shop in Rīga, shopping centre Domina Shopping, 
Ieriķu ielā 3. 

OR, you can bring your navigator by 30th May to Garmin parduotuvė, Nordika prekybos 
slėnis, Vikingų g.

3.3. All previous information (routes, tracks, waypoints) may be erased. Your GPS navigator 
will be returned to you on competition day during the additional registration.

5. Competition classes: 

5.1. Hard Enduro – machines up to 129 kg. 

5.2. Hard Enduro Hobby – machines up to 129 kg and the rider has never been issued an 
annual enduro licence. 

5.3. Soft Enduro – machines 130 kg and over. 

5.4. Sport Quads – quads with wheel formula 4x2. 

5.5. ATV Quads – quads with wheel formula 4x4. 

5.6. Tourist – the number of participants in a team – at least two. There must be at least two 
machines which can be of different types. For this class, competition results will not be 
calculated and winners will not be determined. Teams who have successfully visited all 
check points will receive diplomas. There may be special prizes, for example, to teams 
with the most attractive photos at check points. 

6. Special tests ST1, ST2, ST3, ST4 – will be announced on competition day. 

6.1. Participating classes - Hard Enduro, Hard Enduro Hobby, ATV Quads, Soft Enduro un 
Sport Quads. 

7. Special task SU – will be announced on competition day. No special equipment for the 
completion of SU will be required.  

7.1. Participating classes – will be announced on competition day. 

7.2. Penalty for not completing SU – 1200 seconds. 

 

8. Orientational part of the route 

8.1. Check points will be marked with a two-colour combination that will be announced on 
competition day. 

8.2. Check points of increased difficulty, if such will be included in the route, and bonus points 
provided for finding and photographing the check points, will be announced on 
competition day. 

8.3. Distance A, classes – Hard Enduro, Hard Enduro Hobby and ATV Quads 

8.3.1. Special tests (ST) – 4 

8.3.2. Special tasks (SU) – will be detailed on competition day 

8.3.3. Length (including ST) – up to 110 km 

8.3.4. Number of check points – up to 40 
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8.3.5. Time limit – up to 8 h 

8.3.6. Characteristics of the route – forest roads, forest tracks, difficult swampy and sandy tracks, forest 
clearings, sand quarries. 

8.3.7. Teams from Hard Enduro and ATV Quads classes compete for the absolute total win. The winning 
team receives a special prize. 

8.4. Distance B, classes - Soft Enduro and Sport Quads 

8.4.1. Special tests (ST) – 4 

8.4.2. Special tasks (SU) – will be detailed on competition day 

8.4.3. Length (including ST) – up to 110 km 

8.4.4. Number of check points – up to 40 

8.4.5. Time limit – up to 8 h 

8.4.6. Characteristics of the route – forest roads, forest tracks, swampy and sandy tracks, forest clearings, 
sand quarries. 

8.5. Distance C, classes - Tourist 

8.5.1. Special tests (ST) – none 

8.5.2. Special tasks (SU) - will be detailed on competition day 

8.5.3. Length (including ST) – up to 100 km 

8.5.4. Number of check points – up to 40 

8.5.5. Time limit – up to 7 h 

8.5.6. Characteristics of the route – forest roads, forest tracks, swampy and sandy tracks. 

9. Refuelling 

9.1. Refuelling is permitted: 

9.1.1. In the paddock and at the ST2 and ST3 start, in a specially designated place (approximately 20 km 
from competition centre). 

9.1.2. The organiser will not be able to help with delivering participants’ fuel to refuelling locations and will 
not provide with refuelling mats. 

10. Competition payments 

10.1.1. If a rider does not have a valid Enduro annual licence, he must purchase LaMSF single-event Enduro 
Rally C category licence - 10 euro. 

10.1.2. Life and accident insurance, valid for motorsports competitions, with insurance cover corresponding 
to LaMSF requirements of at least 750 euro (policy can be purchased at portal licences.lv: 
http://www.licences.lv/insurance). 

10.1.3. Participation fee per participant - 40 euro (paying later than 10 days before the competition - 50 euro, 
on competition day - 60 euro). 

10.1.4. Tourist class (licence not required, insurance not required) rider participation fee is 25 euro (paying 
later than 10 days before the competition - 30 euro, on competition day - 35 euro).
